                      Swimming Pool Rules 
 
 

•    A CHCIA pool information card for each family/swimmer is required for entry into the pool area. Each family 
will be allowed up to 5 guests at a time (space permitting). A guest fee of $2.00 per guest must be paid in cash to 
the lifeguard upon entering the pool area. Correct change is required. Based on pool size, only 50 people may be in 
the pool at a time. If capacity is reached, other members and their guests will be allowed to enter as people exit the 
pool area. A CHCIA property owner MUST accompany all guests. Residents who are not current on maintenance 
fees may NOT use the pool either as a resident, as a guest of a financially current resident, or for private pool 
parties. 
•    EVERY PERSON THAT ENTERS THE POOL COMPLEX MUST SIGN IN (residents and guests) NO 
EXCEPTIONS. 
•    Children under 12 years of age must be accompanied by an adult 18 years of age or older. Children 10-11 years 
old may swim unaccompanied by an adult if they have 1) successfully passed an approved swim test given by the 
lifeguards, 2) have demonstrated maturity, and 3) have a signed consent form from their parents. The swim test can 
be taken any time the pool is open. 
•    The lifeguards will clear the pool for a 10 minute break every hour. During this break, adults will be allowed to 
swim. Supervised young children can swim in the baby pool during this period. The lifeguards will clear the pool 
in the event of storm conditions or any event deemed dangerous. They may, at their discretion, close the deep end 
of the pool to swimming, diving or sliding for purposes of maintaining safety of all swimmers. 
•    All hair longer than shoulder length must be secured in a ponytail holder/clip. 
•    All children who are not potty trained must wear a swim diaper. Such children will not be admitted to the pool 
until they are properly attired. Disposable diapers are not allowed. A small supply of swim diapers is available for 
purchase for $2 each from the lifeguard. This rule is for the health benefit of all swimmers. Please help prevent 
toileting accidents. 
•    Only one person is allowed on the diving board or slide at a time. Diving is allowed only in the 8 ft. or deeper 
area. 
•    The baby pool is available for infants and small children who are adult supervised. The tiled wall is a divider 
between the baby pool and the regular pool. PLEASE do not allow children to stand, climb over, or jump off of 
this wall. 
• The telephone is for EMERGENCY USE, not personal calls. Please limit calls. 
• NO running or horseplay. NO swimming unless a lifeguard is on duty. NO glass containers or alcoholic 
beverages. NO smoking. NO skates, skateboards, roller blades, or bikes in the pool area. NO cutoffs, proper swim 
wear required. NO pets in the pool area. NO private parties during regular pool hours. NO littering. NO cursing, 
loud arguments, rudeness or offensive comments to or about other swimmers or the lifeguards will be tolerated. 
•    Failure to follow rules will result in immediate removal of the person(s) from the pool area. The lifeguards are 
empowered to enforce all of these rules and will remove the offending party from the pool for 1-2 days on the 1st 
offense, 3-7 days on the 2nd offense and 1 week up to the remainder of the season on the 3rd offense. The penalties 
will be based on the swimmers age and attitude. Committee members are also empowered to enforce these rules 
and will back the lifeguards on their decisions. These rules apply to residents AND their guests. 
•    Reservations are required for private parties and can be reserved prior to or after general pool hours. The cost is 
$50 for usage, plus lifeguard fees.  A refundable $200 is also required.  For complete guidelines, contact the Pool 
Committee Chairman. All general safety and usage rules apply to private pool parties as well. 
•    Anyone wanting to use the pool for a private party MUST be current on their maintenance fees. 
•    To report problems, call the Pool Committee Chairman, a committee member or a Board Member.
